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1. The Union Bank of India (UBI) has launched an online platform, ‘Trade nxt', which enables
corporate, and MSMEs (Micro, Small & Medium Enterprises) to transact all cross-border
export-import transactions from the comfort of their place, i.e. eliminates the need for
companies to visit a bank branch for the same.
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2. The government of India has contributed USD 800,000 to the United Nations (UN) as part
of the initiative which of the following aims to enhance public outreach of the organisation
in Hindi.
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3. Investment bank Morgan Stanley has cut India's growth forecast to 7.6 per cent from 7.9
per cent for financial year 2023 due to a slowdown in global growth, higher commodity
prices and risk aversion in global capital markets.
