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1.The Government has approved continuation of IVFRT scheme for five years with financial
outlay of Rs 1,364 crore.
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2.Andhra Pradesh Industries Minister Mekapati Goutham Reddy passed away following a
heart attack on at a private hospital in Hyderabad. He was 50.
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3.Reliance Jio Infocomm Ltd. (Jio) will land the next generation multi-terabit undersea cable
in Maldives to connect the south Asian country with India and Singapore.
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4.The President of Russia Vladimir Putin on February 24, 2022, announced a military
operation in Ukraine and soon explosions were heard across cities in Ukraine including
capital Kyiv. The move has prompted an outrage from leaders across the world including UN
Secretary-General Antonio Guterres who made a last-minute plea to Russian President
Vladimir Putin to stop the war 'in the name of humanity'.
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5.Ukraine declared independence on August 24, 1991, following the collapse of the Soviet
Union. Both Russia and Ukraine were part of the 15 Republics that made up the Union of
Soviet Socialist Republics (USSR) before its dissolution in 1991.
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6.Russia and Ukraine were part of the 15 Soviet republics including Georgia, Latvia,
Lithuania, Estonia, Moldova, Azerbaijan, Uzbekistan, Tajikistan, Kyrgyzstan, Armenia,
Turkmenistan, Kazakhstan and Belarus that made up the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics
(USSR) before its dissolution in 1991.
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7.Created in 1949 as a bulwark against the former Soviet Union, NATO has since grown to 30
countries—many of which were part of the Soviet Union or its satellites. Ukraine is not a
NATO member country, it is a NATO partner country. The other three former Soviet
Republics- Latvia, Lithuania and Estonia are now NATO members.
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8.Assam Chief Minister Himanta Biswa Sarma has launched India’s first Night Navigation
mobile application for ferry services on the Brahmaputra River in Guwahati, Assam. The App
has been developed by the State Transport Department in association with K Raju, the
principal scientist of lIT Madras.
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9.The first Indian Institute of Technology (IIT) outside of India is to come up in the United
Arab Emirates and will be open to the Indian diaspora, foreign students and Emiratis.
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10.Nitin Paranjpe has been appointed as the Non-Executive Chairman of the company with
effect from March 31, 2022.
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
