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1-Vice President M. Venkaiah Naidu inaugurated the World Universities Summit 2021 (WUS
21) organised by O.P. Jindal Global University on "Universities of the Future: Building

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2-Government has said that over 30 crore loans amounting to 15 lakh 97 thousand crore
rupees have been sanctioned under Pradhan Mantri Mudra Yojana since inception of the
Scheme in April, 2015.
