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(Characteristics of Fundamental Rights)
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Fundamental Rights have the following characteristics:
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* Fundamental rights are justified, violation of these
rights can be taken to court.
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° Fundamental rights are guaranteed and protected by
the Supreme Court.
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®* Fundamental rights are rights enjoyed by
an individual against the state.
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®* Fundamental rights are not unlimited. It
can be limited by the State on the basis of
reasonable restrictions.
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® This right 1s not permanent 1.e. Parliament
can increase or decrease them through the

power of amendment of the constitution
under Article 368.
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* All Fundamental Rights can be suspended except Article
20 and 21 during National Emergency (Article 352).
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® Note: In the Karachi session of 1931, Congress under the

chairmanship of Sardar Vallabhbhai Patel demanded
Fundamental Rights in a manifesto, which was drafted

by Jawaharlal Nehru.
