cartridges.
* A rumour spread that the cartridges of the new enfield rifles were greased with the fat
of cows and pigs.

* Before loading these rifles the sepoys had to bite off the paper on the cartridges.
* Both Hindu and Muslim sepoys refused to use them.

® Lord Canning tried to make amends for the error and the offending cartridges
were withdrawn but the damage had already been done. There was unrest 1n
several places.

* In March 1857, Mangal Pandey, a sepoy in Barrackpore, had refused to use

the cartridge and attacked his senior officers.
* He was hanged to death on 8" April.
* On 9™ May, 85 soldiers in Meerut refused to use the new rifle and were sentenced to
ten years’ imprisonment.

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Centres of The Revolt

* The revolt spread over the entire area from the neighbourhood of Patna to the borders
of Rajasthan. The main centres of revolt in these regions namely Kanpur, Lucknow,
Bareilly, Jhansi, Gwalior and Arrah in Bihar.

* Lucknow: it was the capital of Awadh. Begum Hazrat Mahal, one of the begums of the ex-
king of Awadh, took up the leadership of the revolt.

* Kanpur: the revolt was led by Nana Saheb, the adopted son of Peshwa Baji Rao II.

* Jhansi: the twenty-two-year-old Rani Lakshmi Bai led the rebels when the British refused to
accept the claim of her adopted son to the throne of Jhansi.
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* Gwalior: After Rani Lakshmi Bai escaped, she was joined by Tantia Tope and
together they marched to Gwalior and captured it.

* Fierce fighting followed where the Rani of Jhansi fought like a tigress but died,
fighting to the very end.

* Gwalior was recaptured by the British.

* Bihar: the revolt was led by Kunwar Singh who belonged to a royal house of
Jagdispur, Bihar.
