सावयजधनक क्षेत्र के बैंक:

सरकार द्वारा अधिकतम िारण। उदाहरण के धिए - भारतीि स्टेट बैंक, पंजाब नेशनि बैंक, 

िनूाइटेड बैंक ऑफ इधंडिा आधद ।

धनजी के्षत्र के बैंक:

एक व्िधि िा धनजी कंपनी द्वारा अधिकतम िारण। उदाहरण के धिए - आईसीआईसीआई, 

एधससस बैंक, िस बैंक आधद ।

धवदशेी बैंक:

इन बैंकों का पूंजीकरण और प्रिान कािायिि धकसी अन्ि दशे में होता है और िह हमारे िहााँ

शाखाओं के माध्िम से कािय करते हैं । उदाहरण के धिए – बारकिेस बैंक, धसटी बैंक आधद ।



TYPE OF COMMERCIAL BANKS

Commercial Banks are of three types i.e. Public Sector Banks, Private 

sector Banks and Foreign banks.

PUBLIC SECTOR BANKS: 

Maximum holding by Govt. Sector.     Eg, SBI, PNB, UBI etc.

PRIVATE SECTORS BANKS: 

Maximum holding by PVT. Sector.

Example- ICICI etc.

FOREIGN BANKS: These banks are registered and have their 

headquarters in a foreign country but operate their branches in our 

country. 

Example- Barclays Bank, Citi Bank, etc.

SMALL AND PAYMENT BANKS
➢Purpose - ‘’Special purpose’’ banks catering to the banking and financial needs
of the country and specifically to the Common Man.
➢Related Committee - Usha Thorat (Small Banks) and Nachiket Mor (Payment
Banks).
➢Minimum Capital Requirement to apply for license: 100 crores.
➢72 applications for Small Finance Banks and 41 applications for Payments
Banks were received.
➢10 small banks (September 2015) and 11 payment banks (August 2015) were
given ‘’In-Principle’’ License at initial phase.

are fulfilled by the co-operative banking institutions.

• Land development banks provide loans for the long term.

Regional Rural Banks:

• The Regional Rural Banks (RRBs) are the newest form of banks that 

came into existence in the middle of the 1970s.

• It was sponsored by individual nationalized commercial banks with 

the objective of developing the rural economy by providing crediting 

and depositing facilities for agriculture and other productive activities 

of all kinds in rural areas.

• Regional Rural Banks (RRBs) were set up under the terms of the 26 

September 1975 ordinance and the RRB Act of 1976.

• First Regional Rural Bank was established on 2 October 1975.

• The Prathama Bank of Moradabad, Uttar Pradesh was the first RRB.

• Currently, there are 43 RRBs in India.
