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1. The Fundamental Rights are enshrined in Part Il of
the Constitution (Articles 12-35).

2. Part lll of the Constitution is described as the
Magna Carta of India.

3. ‘Magna Carta’, the Charter of Rights issued by King
John of England in 1215 was the first written
document relating to the Fundamental Rights of
citizens.

4. The Fundamental Rights: The Constitution of India
provides for six Fundamental Rights:
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* Right to equality (Articles 14-18)
* Right to freedom (Articles 19-22)
* Right against exploitation
(Articles 23-24)

* Right to freedom of religion
(Articles 25-28)

» Cultural and educational rights
(Articles 29-30)

* Right to constitutional remedies
(Article 32)
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Originally the constitution also included Right to
property (Article 31). However, it was deleted
from the list of Fundamental Rights by the 44th
Amendment Act, 1978.

It is made a legal right under Article 300-A in
Part XIl of the Constitution.
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There are six Fundamental Rights of Indian Constitution

(e) Article 18 - Abolition of titles except military and academic.

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(b) Article 33 - Provides the
Parliament with the authority to limit
or abolish the fundamental rights of
“Members of the Armed Forces,
paramilitary forces, police forces,
intelligence agencies, and analogous

forces”.
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(c) Article 34 - Provides for the restrictions
on fundamental rights while martial
law(military rule) is in force.
