as Dantivarman or Dantidurga II, was the founder of the Rashtrakuta
Empire. Dhruva (780-793 AD), the most accomplished ruler of the
Rashtrakuta dynasty, ascended the throne after his elder brother Govinda II.

Other rulers of Rashtrakut dynasty were Krishna-I, Govind-II,
Amoghavarsha-I etc.
