In the 8th century, Adi Shankara traveled across the Indian
subcontinent to propagate and spread the doctrine of Advaita
Vedanta, which he consolidated; and is credited with unifying

the main characteristics of the current thoughts in Hinduism.

The Chalukya Empire ruled large parts of southern and central
India between the 6th and the 12th centuries.

The earliest dynasty, known as the "Badami Chalukyas", ruled
from Vatapi (modern Badami) from the middle of the 6th

century.

The Chalukya dynasty ruled parts of southern and central India
from Badami in Karnataka between 550 and 750, and then again
from Kalyani between 970 and 1190.

Galaganatha Temple at Pattadakal complex (UNESCO World

Heritage) 1s an example of Badami Chalukya architecture.

Empire

Founded by Dantidurga around 753, the Rashtrakuta Empire

ruled from its capital at Manyakheta for almost two centuries.

The Rashtrakutas ruled from the Ganges River and Yamuna

River doab in the north to Cape Comorin in the south.

The early rulers of this dynasty were Hindu, but the later rulers

were strongly influenced by Jainism.

Govinda III and Amoghavarsha were the most famous of the

long line of able administrators produced by the dynasty.

The Arab traveller Suleiman described the Rashtrakuta Empire

as one of the four great Empires of the world.
