Later and Latest — shows time

Latter and last — shows position

Ex.-He latter refused to come (Incorrect)

He later refused to come. (Correct)

The later part of the novel is not clearly written
(Incorrect)

The latter part of the novel is not clearly written .
(Correct)
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Use of (farther, further; farthest, furthest)
Farther, Farthest — denote distance

Further, Furthest — next, also (position)

Ex.-After this he made no farther statement.
(Incorrect)

After this he made no further statement. (Correct)
Delhi is farther from Haridwar than Roorkee.
Don’t make further delay.
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Use of (Elder, older; Eldest, oldest)

Elder and eldest — are used of members of the same
family.

Older and oldest are used for persons or things.

Elder takes ‘To’ after it while older takes ‘than’

Ex.-I have an older brother (Incorrect)

I have an elder brother (Correct)

Mohan is the eldest boy in the town. (Incorrect)
Mohan is the oldest boy in the town. (Correct)
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Use of less and fewer

Less — Quantity

Fewer — Number

Ex.-There is fewer sugar in your tea than in mine.
(Incorrect)

There is less sugar in your tea than in mine. (Correct)
He has less money than 1.
