of the economy, energy, infrastructure, education, and people-
to-people contacts.

They also inaugurated an integrated Check Post between
Rupaidiha-Nepalgunj and Sunauli-Bhairahawa.

The two leaders also initiated the construction work of the
Gorakhpur-New Butwal sub-station 400 kv cross-border
transmission line.
