* Later, Harappan ruins were discovered by Rai Bahadur Daya
Ram Sahni and Madho Sarup Vats.
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* Indus Valley Civilization, also known as Harappan Civilization,
1s a Bronze age civilization that existed through its early years
of 3300-1300 BCE, and its mature period of 2600-1900 BCE.

®* The area of this civilization was spread along the Indus River
from what today is northeast Afghanistan into Pakistan and

northwest India.

®* Pashupati Mahadev seal was found with the elephant, tiger,
rhino and a bull surrounding him with two deer near his feet.
Pipal tree worship was found.

®* One-horned Unicorn recognized as Rhino and the humped bull
was commonly worshipped.

* Use of Amulets to ward off ghosts and evil spirits.

®* The lion was not known in Harappan culture.
