1. Parole (Noun) 

Meaning: the temporary or permanent 
release of a prisoner before the expiry of a 
sentence, on the promise of good 
behaviour

Synonyms: conditional release, early 
release, temporary release

Antonyms: imprisonment, incarceration

Sentence: The prisoner was granted 
parole after serving three years of his 
sentence.

2. Fortify (Verb) :  मजबूत करना

Meaning: to make something stronger, 
especially in order to protect it; strengthen 
(someone) mentally or physically

Synonyms: strengthen, reinforce, bolster, 
brace

Antonyms: weaken, undermine, 
deteriorate, demoralize 

Sentence: The soldiers built walls to fortify 
the castle against the enemy's attack.

Correct Answer : Aggravate



3. Exacerbate (Verb) : बबगाड़ देना
Meaning: to make something that is 

already bad even worse

Synonyms: aggravate, worsen, intensify, 
complicate, amplify

Antonyms: alleviate, mitigate, relieve, 
help, improve

Sentence: The constant noise from the 
construction work next door is only going to 
exacerbate my headache.

4. Encumbrance (Noun) : बाधा / बोझ 
Meaning: something that makes movement or 

progress difficult

Synonyms: obstacle, hurdle, hindrance, 
impediment

Antonyms: impetus, push, aid, assistance, help, 
support

Sentence: The high-interest rates on my loan are 
an encumbrance on my finances.

Lucrative ??

1. Attract

5. Lucrative (Adjective) : लाभदायक
Meaning: producing a lot of profit, profitable 

or rewarding

Synonyms: profitable, gainful, remunerative, 
fruitful

Antonyms: unprofitable, poorly paid, loss-
making, 

Sentence: The new business venture turned 
out to be quite lucrative, and they made a lot of 
money within the first year.

Correct Answer: 2. Passionate



6. Avid (Adjective) : उत्सुक
Meaning: having or showing keen interest or 

enthusiasm for something

Synonyms: enthusiastic, passionate, eager, zealous

Antonyms: indifferent, apathetic, uninterested

Sentence: She was an avid reader of mystery novels, 
and would often finish one in a single sitting.

7. Agility (Adjective) : चुस्ती
Meaning: The ability to move quickly and 

easily; ability to think and understand quickly 

Synonyms: sleight, dexterity, nimbleness, 
swiftness, flexibility

Antonyms: clumsiness, slowness, stiffness

Sentence: The athlete's agility and quick 
reflexes helped him avoid the defender and score 
the winning goal.

8. Feud (Verb) : झगड़ा करना
Meaning: be engaged in a prolonged and bitter 

quarrel or dispute

Synonyms: quarrel, fight, argument, dispute

Antonyms: agreement, peace, harmony, 
friendliness, congeniality

Sentence: Because of a family feud, he never 
spoke to his wife’s parents for years.

9. Mulling (Verb) : बिचार करना
Meaning: think about (a fact, proposal, or 

request) deeply and at length 

Synonyms: contemplate, ponder, consider, 
think over

Antonyms: disregard, ignore, neglect

Sentence: After mulling over the job offer 
for several days, she decided to accept it.

Queer ??

1. Lure
2. Dither
3. Conventional

Correct Answer: 3. Conventional



10. Queer (Adjective) : बिचचत्र
Meaning: Strange, odd, or unusual; not in keeping 

with the normal expectations or behavior

Synonyms: peculiar, eccentric, bizarre, 
unconventional

Antonyms: normal, ordinary, conventional

Sentence: The strange noise from the basement 
gave her a queer feeling and she decided to 
investigate.
